Next month Pop In celebrates its sixth birthday – thatôs a lot of bacon butties! Originally       
conceived of as part of St John's Mission Action Plan to open up the church to the wider                      
community it has certainly fulfilled its goal and provided a warm and welcoming environment 
for people to meet up with friends and family, provide an opportunity for talking and support 
and to come into the church itself, come rain, hail, ice or snow we're here! I think weôve only 
missed one Saturday in all that time. The other goal was of course to help raise funds to help 
support the work of the church here in Tupton with the original goal being to raise one months 
parish share.
